The meeting was 
advised that two computers are to be installed in Thorney Toll for the use of the community.

No councillor present was able to confirm that the land had been used for the stationing of a mobile home 
for ten years.

(c) Mr Parrin advised the meeting that he had attended a crime and Disorder Meeting and that funding is to cut to the 
Youth workers.  It was agreed that the clerk writes to the Cambridgeshire County Council Chief Executive and the 
Leader of the Council voicing concerns over these funding cuts as Youth work is very important in the rural areas.

The Chairman advised the meeting that he and the Vice Chairman had signed the papers for the completion of the sale of 
Fedora and that the sale had been finalised.  It was unanimously agreed that B Payne and C Edwards have the Parish
